GOLD GOLD GOLD

‘Put it away Mr Clarke, or we shall all have our throats cut,” said Governor Gipps of New South
Wales to one of the earliest geologists in the region. The geologist, Reverend Clarke, had just
told him that he had come across particles of gold in their colony, in the Blue Mountains.

It was 1844 and most of New South Wales residents were prisoners or ex-prisoners brought there
from Europe. The governor decided to keep gold in secret as he was simply afraid of their rebellion
if they had found out about gold being available so close.

Four years after this conversation, the situation changed completely due to the discovery of gold
in California. The promise of fortunes in America encouraged thousands of men to leave

the Australian colony, creating economic depression. Therefore, in 1849 the British Government
offered a huge financial reward to anyone who would find an amount of gold that would give
substantial profit.

Having heard the news, in January 1851 Edward Hargraves, a jack of all trades: farmer, storekeeper,
pearl-sheller and sailor, returned to New South Wales from California, where he had not made

a fortune on gold. As an experienced gold digger, however, he immediately started looking for the
precious metal. After three weeks, with the help of John Lister and brothers William and James
Tom, Hargraves found it at a site which he later named Ophir, after a port city of great wealth
mentioned in the Old Testament. Hargraves was awarded the £10,000 prize, which he refused

to share with his companions.

News of the find was soon published in the Sydney Morning Herald and by 15 May 1851,

300 diggers had arrived in Ophir. This is how the gold rush started in New South Wales, as well as
in other Australian colonies, where plenty of gold was soon found too. In just two decades, by 1871,
the Australian population increased four times: from 430,000 people to 1.7 million, as migrants
from all over the world arrived in search of gold. By the end of the 19th century the rushes had
helped create a wealthy society with a standard of living that was the envy of other countries

on the globe.

WHAT A DEVIL!

If you upset a Tasmanian devil, you will quickly learn how it got its name. When threatened or
disturbed during a meal, this animal tends to bare its sharp teeth, and growl angrily. 2.1.
When they heard it, they got scared to death and described the noise as ‘otherworldly.’

Tasmanian devils are the size of a small dog, weighing 4 kg to 14 kg, and standing about 30 cm tall.
2.2. They have dark brown to black fur, sometimes with a hint of red-brown. One of their
characteristics is a large white stripe across their breast. On their sides they might have a white spot.
Their faces are compact, with long whiskers, dark eyes and pink on the inner ears. If they don’t
show their teeth, they look quite cute in fact.

However, they are not that sweet anymore when they start fighting for food. It is then that they
show how strong they are. 2.3. That’s why they also never waste food. They will eat up
whatever they hunt or the dead animals they find, even crushing their whole bones.

Another characteristic of those interesting animals is that like other marsupials, Tassie devils store
fat in their tails when there is a lot to eat, to be used gradually when there is not enough food.
Thanks to this, they can survive in the difficult conditions of Tasmania. 2.4. In the past they
used to live throughout Australia, but humans and dingo dogs reduced their number to the extent
that now they are endangered and only left here. What is also killing them is a disease of the mouth
that makes the ill ones unable to eat. Hopefully, thanks to zoologists’ efforts and their own
adaptation skills, they will be able to continue the species.
