AUSTRALIAN TOY AND WEAPON

Australian Aboriginal peoples first used the curved throwing stick 1.1. a boomerang
for hunting and warfare. There are two kinds of boomerangs.

The nonreturning boomerang is longer, straighter, and heavier 1.2. the returning variety.
It is not a toy and was used for hunting or as warfare both by the ancient peoples of Australia and by
the ancient Egyptians, by Native Americans of California and Arizona, as well as by hunters in
southern India.

You might 1.3. seen or even used the other kind of boomerang. The returning
boomerang, used in play, is light, thin, and well balanced. The shape varies 1.4. a deep
even curve to almost straight sides of an angle. The ends are slightly twisted in opposite directions.

Boomerangs are also an important part of Aboriginal culture. Aborigines still continue to paint or
carve designs on boomerangs portraying legends, traditions, or spiritual life. What’s 1.5.

IN SEARCH OF LANDS AND RICHES

Abel Janszoon Tasman was born in about 1603 in the then-Dutch Republic. He was the first
European 2.1 (NAVIGATE) to see parts of Australia, including the island of
Tasmania, whose name commemorates him. Tasman was also the first European to see New
Zealand and several other islands.

In the 17th century, the Dutch and other Europeans were really 2.2.
(INTEREST) in the islands known as the East Indies. The islands are in the Indian Ocean south of
Asia and north of Australia. They are the source of 2.3. (VALUE) spices and other
goods. The Dutch set up a company called the Dutch East India Company as they wanted to make
those goods more 2.4. (ACCESS) for Europeans. Tasman started working for
the company in the early 1630s.

The company established forts on the islands to protect their interests. They explored the area to
find new lands that might also have riches.

A MASTERPIECE OF ENGINEERING

The Sydney Harbour Bridge is one of the world’s most recognisable landmarks. Not only is it
the largest and heaviest steel arch bridge on the planet, but it also spans one of the globe’s
finest natural harbours. It has been affectionately named ‘the Coathanger’ by the locals due to
the fact that it really looks like one.

About 53,000 tons of steel were used in its construction. Its total length is about
3,770 feet (1,149 meters), and the top of the bridge stands 440 feet (134 meters) above the harbor.

It carries eight lanes of traffic and two rail lines. If you prefer, you can walk or cycle across it and
even climb to its peak, which will give you a truly unique experience with incredible 360-degree
views of Sydney and beyond.

The story behind its construction began as early as the second decade of the 20th century.

In 1912, John Bradfield submitted his design for a bridge spanning Sydney Harbour. The Australian
Parliament then passed the Sydney Harbour Bridge Act in 1922, and construction began in 1924. It
took almost a decade and the labor of 1,400 men to complete it. The result is amazing and keeps
astonishing people even nowadays.
